Rock Art Training Seminar-Workshop  -  April 23-25, 2009
Sponsored by the Colorado Rock Art Association

   This seminar-workshop has been planned by Lawrence Loendorf, retired archaeologist, Mark Owens, Fort Carson archaeologist, and Linda Olson, Minot State University. The plan is to train individuals to use the rock art recording procedures that we have developed over the past two decades.  

   The training will take place at site 5LA5555, on the hogback at the Piñon Canyon Maneuver Site (PCMS) in southeastern Colorado. The site includes a series of circular boulder features that incorporate petroglyph panels into the walls of the structures. This boulder complex is situated adjacent to the basalt hogback outcrop where there are other panels of prehistoric and historic petroglyphs. 

   We are asking participants to meet at the Piñon Canyon Cantonment at 10AM on the morning of April 23 to travel to the site for orientation and pin flagging of the features and artifacts. We will then travel to Red Rocks to set up camp. We plan to spend all day April 24 on the site and return to Red Rocks to download the day’s collected site information. All the instructors will be available for additional questions and discussion regarding rock art recording through dinner and into the evening.  On Sunday, April 25 we will return to the site to complete the recording. Participants can either leave Sunday at about 4PM or stay over and leave Monday morning.       

   The workshop is open to any member of CAS, with a preference for individuals who also belong to CRAA, until February 20, 2009. If we do not have sufficient enrollees at that time we will open the workshop to individuals from the American Rock Art Research Association or other organizations as well. THERE WILL BE A $25 FEE FOR MATERIALS. PAYABLE  UPON ACCEPTANCE AND REGISTRATION.  

   Participants will be asked to supply their own breakfast and lunch and bring parts of dinner meals. There are some indoor bunks available at Red Rocks, but tents or trailers are encouraged.

National Forest Service – Passport in Time - Picketwire Canyonlands Site Survey XV

June 7-12, 2009 (including weekends) - Must commit to minimum of 3 days
The National Forest Service is recruiting volunteers to help with continuing efforts to record and understand the human past of the Picketwire. Among the prehistoric resources are complex architectural sites, camp locations used by the antecedents of modern tribes, and a variety of rock art dating to all periods. We also anticipate Hispanic pioneering homesteads of the 19th century and the remnants of historic cattle ranches. PIT volunteers will help us thoroughly explore the canyon and its branches to record sites and features using specialized tasks including photography, botany, orienteering, site mapping, and artifact i.d.  

Number of openings: 8, Applications due: April 5, 2009

Special skills: Must be physically fit and able to negotiate rugged terrain in hot weather at high elevations; experience recording rock art, sketching, and knowledge of geology and botany helpful, but not required

Facilities: Forest Service will provide bunkhouse facilities with kitchen, shower and toilets; space for tents and small campers/RVs; volunteers responsible for food, drinking water, and personal camping equipment; access to survey area restricted, no commercial lodging available.

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CODE OF ETHICS (Reprinted from the CAS Constitution, updated 10-90)

 Members of the Colorado Archaeological Society agree as follows:

2) Excavation of archaeological sites will be conducted only according to professionally accepted procedures developed in consultation with a professional archaeologist and with the written permission of the landowner. The investigator has the responsibility for publication of the results of his/her investigation and for making the collection available for scientific study.  

 3) Members are encouraged to report archaeological sites to the Office of the State Archaeologist on State survey forms.  Material collected from the surface sites shall be catalogued and described in the site survey report.  Collected materials should be deposited with the State Archaeologist’s Office or other responsible repository and made available for scientific study.

4) Members will not support Illegal or unscientifically conducted activities by participating in or condoning the sale, exchange, or purchase of artifacts obtained from such sites.

5) Members who exhibit artifacts will do so in an educational context. Items from burials and objects considered sacred will not be exhibited. 

6) Members will cooperate with the State Archaeologist and other persons and agencies concerned with archaeology and related fields.

7) Members will respect the dignity of groups whose cultural histories are the subject of archaeological investigation.

8) Members will not participate in conduct involving dishonesty, deceit, or misrepresentation about archaeological matters.
